1. The property is part of an existing shopping center which is
approximately 10,000 square feet with 10 retail spaces 1000
square feet each. The proposed rezoning will only impact the rear
part of the building suite 108-110 approximately 3000 square
feet. The existing footprint of the retail center will not change, the
proposed apartments will replace the retail space with a 3 story
apartment building with 9 units total, 3 units per level.

The current zoning of the project site is C-1 Community Business,
Proposed change in re zoning to Mix use conforms to the City of
Johns Creek Comprehensive Land use plan for this location.
Adjacent zoning for the site is C-1 to the east, and south property
lines. The zoning to the west across the street to the property is
town homes, and to the north is residential single family homes.

2. a. Wetlands:
